PREPARING TO CLOSE YOUR HOME

The following are a set of suggested reminders as you prepare to close your mobile home for the summer.

1.
Turn off main water valve. It is also recommended that you contact Charlotte County Utilities at 941-764-4300 to turn off your water at the curb. Remember you must call them one week before returning to get it turned back on.
2.
Clean Refrigerator(s) and stove and leave doors ajar (propped open). Place crumpled newspapers in all appliances to absorb moisture.

3.
Put Saran wrap over toilet bowls & empty tanks but leave enough to cover flapper.

4.
Disconnect propane tank from BBQ, and put plastic plug over threaded pipe.

5.
Set thermostat at 80; and humidistat at 60

6.
Apply car wax to new washers & dryers. Open washer & dryer doors

7.
Open two porch (lanai) windows 1” (when area is not included in the AC portion of house)

8.
Cover furniture and lamps

9.
Leave clean bags in vacuum cleaner(s)

10.
Disconnect cable from TV & HiFi systems

11.
Unplug radios, TVs and all appliances from electrical outlets

12.
Turn Hot water tank off, and turn off tap for incoming water

13.
Turn water off at outside valve and remove handle (Check with Charlotte County Utilities on them shutting water off at the meter)

14.
Power off the shed

15.
Power off to house, except for AC unit

16.
Remove batteries from remotes, clocks, flashlights

17.
Clean bikes & turn them upside down in shed or house

18.
Clean air filter

19.
Leave shed window ajar

20.
Lock shed

21.
Lock all windows

22.
Leave nothing outside that could become a flying object in a hurricane or high wind

23.
Turn off the taps to the washer in the shed and unplug washer and dryer

24.
Remove all fruit from citrus trees
